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Worrying about animals is probably the last thing you want to think about in the event of a fire, but you can spend a lot of VERY VALUABLE time doing just this. 

My idea is that people buddy up, so that if you live in a HIGH fire risk area,

you can take your horses to another person’s place who lives in a LOW risk area.

This would only be for a couple of days, whilst there is a high risk of “danger days”. Obviously there are lots of potential problems but this is a set up for emergency situations only and not to be abused.
